AN OnpINANCE to authorise the sale of certain lands situated
in the Municipality of Rockdale Parish of St. George and
County of Cumberland and to provide for the application
of the proceeds thereof.

WHEREAS by Deed dated the twenty-fourth day of March One
thousand nine hundred and twenty-three Registered No. 885
Book 1207 made hetween Henry Wallace Mort-of the onc part
and the Church of England Property T'rust Diocese¢ of Sydney
(hereinafter called the Trustee) of the other part all that piece

or parcel of land situate lying and being in Chapel Street |

Rockdale in the Parish of St. George County of Cumberland and
State of New South Wales being a portion ¢f Robert Bechag's
nine acres two roods twenty-seven perches and be the hereinafter
several dimensions ‘more cr less commencing at the westernmost
corner of Lot eighteen section one of the Wolsley Estate number
one and bounded on the south-east by a line bearing south-
westerly forty-one feet ter inches to Chapel Street on the south.
west by that street being a line hearing north-westerly forty-two
feet one inch on the north-west by a line bearing north-casterly
thirty-five feet and on the north-cast by Lot nineteen Section one
of the Wolsley Estate number one being a line bearing south-

1 AND WHEREAS the said lands are Church
‘I'rust Property and are not held for the sole benefit of some
particular parish  AND WHEREAS by reason of circumstances
subsequent to the creation of the trusts of the said land it has
become +expedient to sell the same The Standing Committee of
the Synod of the Diocese of Sydney in pursuance of the powers
in that behalf conferred upon it by the Church of England Trust
Pmnerty Act 1917 and the Land Ordin.\nce Procedure and Delega.
tion of Powers Ordinance 1926 and in pursuance of the powers
vested in the said Synod by the Constitutions for the manage-
ment and good government of the Church of England . within
the State of New South Wales or otherwise in the name and
in the place of the said Synod declares directs and rules ag
follows t—

1, That by reason of cmumshnccs sdbscqucnt to the erention
of the trusts of the said parcels of land i is expedient (o sell the
sarhe,
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The said parcels of land or any of them or any portion or
pumons thercof may at any time hereafter and from time to
time be sold by public-auction or private contract and either in
one lot or in scveral lots at such price or prices and upon such
terms and conditions as the Trustce may deem expedient,

3. The nurchase mongys arising from such sale or sales
shall be paid to the Trustee and shall be applied by the Trustee
in payment of all costs charges and expenses of and incidental
to this Ordinance and the sald sale or sales and ‘the transfer or
transfers of the said land in pursuance thereof and the balance
shall be held and applied as Capital moneys of the Sydney
Church Endowment Fund, *

4. This Ordinance shall be styled and cited as *“The Rockdale
(Bay Street) Land Sale Ordinance 1930,
