AN ORDINANCE to authorise the further leasing OF certain 
land situate in Macquarie and King Streets Sydney 
and to p o v i d e  for the application of the proceeds 
thereof. 

WlIUIEAS- 

(.I) Since the year O n e  thousand nine hundred and sixteen 
the Trustecs for the time being of the land mentioned in 
the schedule hereto (herein called "the said l a n d )  
have from time to time leased the said land to the 
Company now known as Queen's Club Pty. Limited 
(lierein called "the Company") . 

( b )  Tlie present Trustecs of the said land deem it expedie~it 
to lease tlie same to the Company for a further term 
of ten ycars irom the first day of September, O n e  
tliousnnd nine hundred and fifty three in accordance 
with the Lease approved by the Trustecs and initialled 
by tlie Archbishop of Sydncy. 

Now 'the Standing Committee of the Synod of the Diocese of 
Sydney in the nnmc nnd place of the said Synod Ordains and 
Declares as follows:- 

1. By reason of circumstances subsequent to the rrention 
of tlie trusts to which the land is subject it is expedient to lease 
t h e  sanic. 

2. Tlie snid land may be lensed to the  Company for the 
term of ten ycars from the first day of September. One thousand 
nine hundred and fifty three in accordance with the snid Lease 
initialled by the  Archbishop of Sydney. 

3. T h e  rents and profits payable under the said lease shall 
b e  applied by thr  Trustees for the time being of the snid land 
after payment thereout of the expenses of and incidental to this 
Ordinance and to tire said lease in pursuance of Section 5 of the 
"St. James' Parson~ige Act. 19 12." 

4. This Ordiriance may be cited as "The St. Jnmes' Par- 
sonage Lensing Ordinance 1953." 
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T H E  SCHEDULE REFERRED TO. 

All that piece or  parcel of land in tho State of New South 
Wales cor~ta~ning  by admeasuremcnt twcnty-four perches be the 
same more or  less situated in the County of Cumberland Parish 
of Saint James City or Sydney part of allotment number one  
Scction number forty-one commencing a t  the south-east corncr 
or allotment thirty-six bounded on the South by one  hundred 
and  fifteen feet six inches of the north side of King Street 
bearing cast three degrees north (this line is parallel to and 
distilnt from the kerb stone twelve feet) on the east by fifty 
five feet five inchcs of the west side of Macqunrie Street bearing 
north three degrees fifteen minutes west (this Iinc is parallel 
to and distant from the kerb stone twclvc feet) on the north 
by the southern boundary of Government land being n line beering 
west four degrees thirty minutes south o t ~ c  hundred ond twclvc 
feet ten inches on the west by the eastern boundary of i~llotrncrlt 
number thirty-six bciny a line bearing south thirty minutes west 
fifty-two Feet nine inches to the soutll east corner o l  allotment 
number thirty-3ix nforcsaid.
