5. The receipt in writing by the Minister and Churclt 
Wardens for the time being of the Parish of St. Petprls Cook's 
River shall be a sufficient discharge for any moneys purporting 
to be  paid under the authority of this Ordinance and neither 
the Derson p a y i ~ g  the same nor the Church of England Pro- 
perty Trust Diocese.of Sydney shall be concerned to see to the 
application of the moneys so paid or be responsible for the 
loss or misapplication thereof. 

6. This Ordinance may be cited as "'l'bc St. Peter's Cook's 
River Land Sale Ordinance 1026."
