o AN ORDINANCE to effect the transfer of
assets from Church c;;f England Homes to
The Sydney Anglican aome Mi~aion Soci~ty.

WHERf'l\S an organisation known aathe "Church Rescue Hornell
was ustabliahed for. deprived women and girls by the Church
of England at the end o~ the nineteenth century, first at a
house in surry Hills then atahouse in Padding ton and
finally at a property known as "Strathmorell in Glebe AND
WHEREAS in 1900 and 1907 respectively other propertiea-Tn
G~ebe known as "Avona" and "Tress Manning ll were acquired as
this work develgped for the rescue ,and rehabilitation of
womeo,and ~irls AND WHEREAS in 1913 a home called IIMinden ll
(andtllter renamed'HJtrathii\'ore") was puX'chllsed at
Carlingford f,or the care of thirty delicate children AlfP
WHEREAS in 1911 a hou~e was purchased in Cronulla to
establish a home fotbOys who later were transferred to
carlingford while ,the girls werj3 returned to Glebe to the
property known as "Arden" AND WHERE'MJ by 1920 The. Committee
now'known as the Chur,ch of Eng1.and Homes Committee was
caring for more than 180 children and 60 elderly w,omen AND
WHEREAS in 1930 the Societies or Ir~titutions the~etotore

eXisting in connection with the Chi-joh 01; England in ,the
Diocese of Sydnsy and respective~y known as the Church ot
England Homes and the Church of England Committee for Homes
and Hostels were amalgamated upon the adoptign of the
Constitution of The Church of England Homes and l1el1ceforth
known as The Church of England Homes (hereinafter reterted
to as "The Homes") AND.WHEREAS the said Church of Eftnland
Homes was made a body corpor.ate by the Synod of the Diocese
at Sydney hy pa.~ing an ordinance entitled the IIchurch of
England Homes Incorporation Ordinance 1944" AND WHEREAS
following cgnsultations and discussions between The Homes
and The Sydney Anglican Home ~ission Society (hereinafter
referred to as "the Society") it has been agreed between
them that more eftective use c.t aSSets and materials held by
The Homes and opportunities created thereby for the
propogation of the gospel otJesus Christ and service in His~

name can be maQe by am&lgamaHng the a.dministration of the
assets of the Homes and of the Society and by combining the
work of the Society's Care force Division with the work of
the Homes as the Welfare Division of the Society and to that
end transferring the assets and materials held by the Homes
to the society AND WHEnEAS the properties set out in the
Sohedule hereto nre now held by The Homes, fol:' tae pUr,'poses
thereof and subject to the trusts set out in The Church of
England Homes Ordinance 1.978 AND WHEREAS. it is expedient by
reasan of oircumstances sUbsequent to the oreation of thl
trusts of SUch property that the said properties and all
other assets of The Homes be trnl''lsferred to and vested in
the Sydney AngUesn Home Mi~sion Society Council MiP...JWEREAS
it is expedient for such purposes that the Constitution of
the Society be amended and that the Ordinance providing for
the Constitution of The Homes be repealed ].Q!i the Standj"ng
Committee of the Synod of the Diocese of Sydney in th~ name
and place of such Synod HEREBY ORDAINS DIRECTS AND RULES as
follpws: ~

PART II
VESTING OF PROPERTY

2. To ensure the continuan"ce' of the objects and, work of The
Homes:

(a) Tbe properties and mortgages specified ih th£l
,Schedule hereto and all other property and assets
heretofore held by The Homes shall be transf~rr.ed
to and ve~ted in The Sydney Anglican Home Mission
Society Council to be held and _pplied subjeot to
The Sydnei Anglican Home Mission Society Ordinance
provided that all property hereby transferred and
vested shal). be applied py the Society f,or the
fOllowing objects namely:-

(i) ~he establishment and m~intenance of homes,
hostels and schools for and the care,
education and training of orphans and
neglected, neces~ltous, handicapp~d or
deprived children.

(iil Any work of a charitable n~ture for the
maintenance I benae! t cr ad~lancemel1t of
neglected, necessitous, handicapped or
deprived children and their families.

(iii) Such other work of a charitable nature as the
Archbishop-in-Council may by resolution from
time to time det~rmine.

(b) All gifts, devises and bequests h~reafter taking
effect under the form of a gift, devise or bequest
to or for the purposes of The Homes shall upon
vesting in the Soc!ety be applied for the objects
set out in (a) abov~ subj~ct to any more particular
trust. attached to such gift, devise or bequest.

3. (1) tn assuming control and manage~ent of the said
propetties and assets.the Society shall ensure that the best
interests of the children heretofore in~he care of The
Homes ,ta rndntained nnd that no detrimen~ is caused to th~\m

thereby and tha t the. welfare of staff employed by The HOlllgS
is given due and pr'bper regard.

(2) All liabilities and responsibilities afThe Homes
undet any trust, contract or agreement Whether of employment
of otherwise Illhallbl'l assumed by the. Society which shall
observe aod perform the Bame to the full e~tent of the
obligations of The Homes thereunder.

4. NotwHhstanding the vesting pr~selltly aod in. the future
in the So(:iety of propert~i refeued to in Claue8 2 flbove,
appropriately separate botks ofaCQount and financia~
records shallbemaintainfd in respeot of. all assets used in
the pursuit of the objectl~ set out in such Clause.

Ordinance 1978-1983) on the date ilnmediately p~ior to the
date On wbich assent is given to this ordinance who shall be
elected by the former members of the contmi ttee a t a mee.ting
of former members o.f t;;he committee at which at least sit~
such members are present.

(3). Until after the ordinary session oftha ~ynod in
1987, cl.Cluse. 6 of the Sydney Anglican Home Mission Society
Ot:'dinance1981 shall not requite any person appointed by or
elected pursuant to this Clause to retire.

6. The Welfare Divisio., Committee of the Council £ormed or
to be formed in exercise of the power cQnferred on the
council by Clause 11(3) of the Sydney Anglican 1Jome Misdon
society Ordinance 1971-1981 shall for . a. period not less than
three yeat"sfrom toe dat.e of the passing of this Ordinanco
have up .to one half of the total member5hip of such
C~.,mmittee cOlllpdsed of membelJ:'e oftha Church o.f England
Homes committ~e as constituted before this Ordinance comes
into force SO long aa t.here shall be such members available
f.or ai?pointment:. and willing' to accept SUch appointment.
