
Thc Tribzinal Ordinnace Amerzrtllze~rf. 

AN ORDINANCE to amend the Tribunal Ordinance 1904. 

WHEREAS i t  i s  expedient to amend the Tribunal Ordinancc 
1904 the Synod of tlie Diocese of Sydney in pursuance of the 
powers it1 that behalf conferred upon i t  by the "Church of 
England Constitutions Act Amendment Act of 1902" and of all 
other polvcrs vested in the said Synod ordains and rules a s  
folio\\% :- 

1. Scct~on .I of "The Tribunal Ordinance 1904" is hereby 
icurended by the addition of tlie folloming words and figures a t  
the close of such section:- 

(c)  The Enquiry Comniittee under the Incapacity and Inef- 
ficiency Amcndrnent Ordinancc 1923 may upan represen- 
tations ni~ide to it through any one of its members cnc~uire 
in suc!~ manner as  it shall think fit into any case of 
alleged offei~cc sllecified in the Offences Definition Ordi- 
nancc of 1904 on the part of any Clergyman lice~ised 
by the Arrlibisliol~ of Sydney. 
If such Enquirp~Conimittce shall report to the Arch- 
bisIi01) in G i t i n g  circi~tnstanccs ~ v h i ~ b  sliall in the 
opinion of the Conim'ttee Ile sqficient grounds for com- 
plaint under this Ordinance; or 
\\'here a Cle~gyman has talcen objection under Section 
8 of "Tlic Incapacity and Inefficiency Ordinance of 1906 
or  any Section of any Ordinance amending o r  taking 
the place of the same the provisions contained in the 
forrgoing part of this section concerning the promotion 
of a complaint shall not apply but the report supplicfi :o 
the Archbishop by tile Enquiry Committee under the 
[ncapacity and Tncficiency Amendment Ordinance 1923 
or  any other body taking the place of the said Committee 
sliall be dccrncd to be a sufficient and valid basis of 
complaint and the Advocate of the Diocese shall tlierc- 
upon exhibit Articles of Accusation before the Chan- 
cellor against such Clergyman."
