AN ORDINANCE to amend "Trinity Grammar School Sale

and Mortgage Ordinance 1.928."

WHEREAS by the "Trinity Grammar School Sale and Mortgage
Ordinance 1928" the Church of Englllnd Property Trust Diocesc
of Sydney (hereinllfter referred to as "the said Property Trust")
WIIS empowered to sell such parts of the lands described ;n the
first schedule thereto as it may deem expedient and to mortgnge at
nny time and from time to time the whole or any part· or parts of
the lands described in the first and second schedules of the said
Ordinance sllbject however with respect to the lands mentioned
in the said second schedule to the consent of gun,rnntors mentioned
in ::.lnuse [our of the said ordinance to secure nn advance at
advances of money not exceeding thirty five thousnnd pounds.
AND WHEREAS the Council IIppointed to govern Trinity Grammllr
School undcr the provisions of the "Trinity Grammar School
Constitution Ordinance 1928" was incorporated on the twenty.
eighth day of May one thousand nine hllndred lind forty.eight
under and by virtue of .the Church of England (Bodies Corporate)
Act 1938. AND WHEREAS part of the lands described in the first
schedule have been sold and the remaining part thereof and the
lands described in the second schedule to the said ordinance
are vested in the said Property Trust and have b,en mortgaged,
AND WHEREAS the guarantors mentioned in clause fOllr of the
said ordinance have long since been discharged from all liability
under their guarantee. AND WHEREAs it is proposed by the said
Couneil further to mortgage the said lands so vested for the pur.
poses declared by the said Ordinance as amended by the Trinity
Grammar School Sale and Mortgage Amendment Ordinance 1940.
Now therefore the Standing Committee of the Synod of the D,ocese
of Sydney in the name and in the place of the said Synod direct.
declares and rules 8S foIJow8:-

1. This Ordinance may be cited as the "Trinity Grammar
Scnoo; Sale and Mortgage Amendment Ordinance 1949,"

2. (a) The "Trinity Grammar School Sale and Mortgage
Ordinance 1928" as amended by the "Trinity
Grammar School Sale and Mortgage Amendment
Ordinanee 1940" is in this Ordinance referred to os
the Pdncipnl Ordinance.

(b) The Principal Ordinance, as amended by this
Ordinance, may be cited as the "Trinity Grammar
School Sale and Mortgage Ordinance 1928.1949."

3. The Principal Ordinance is amended:-,-

(a) By omitting from Clause 2:-
the words u not exceeding Thirty-five thousand
pounds in all" and inserting in lieu thereof the fol.
lowing words:-··of such amount or amounts as the
Council of Trinity Grammar School may by resolu­
tion from time to time determine and the Standing
Committee by resolution approve."

(b) By omitting from Clause 3:-

the words "applied for the benefit of the said School
as the Trust deems fit."

and inserting in lieu thereof the following words:­

"paid to the Council of Trinity Grammar School to
be applied by it for the the benelit of the said
Schoo\'''

(c) By repealing Ciause 4.
