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AN ORDINANCE to acquire the School known as "Tudor
House Sghool” and to regulate the constltutlon of
the Council of the said School and the management
of its affairs and to provide for the course of instiuc-
tion to be imparted therein and for other matters
in connéction with the order and discipline thereof.

WHEREAS on behalf of the Church of England the School
known ds “Tudor House School” situated at Moss Vale i in the
State. of New South Wales has heen acquired by certain mefnbers
of the Church of England as from the ninth day of March One
thousand nine hundred and twenty-five And the land upnm‘wh\ch
the buxld.ngs and improvements of the said School are ¢rected
comprising an area of about one. hundred and thxrty-ﬁve and
a half acres was by Deed of Conveyance dajed the twentidth day
of June one thousand nine hundréd and twenty-fiye made Fetween
Francis. Leslic Martin of the one part and Henry Stuart Hamilton
Baird; John Macquarie Alcorn, and Ernest Everard Row {Trus-
tees of the Tudor House School Council) of the othep p}rt con-
veyed and assured to the said Henry Stuart Hamil{on Baifd, John
Macquarie Alcorn, and Ernest Everard Row And the spid land
and also the furniture plant live stock chattels and effects are
now vested in the said Henry Stuart Hamilion Baird, John Mac-
quaric Alcorn, and Ernest Everard Row as: such’ I‘nlstces as
aforesaid subject as to the said land to a Martgage from them
to Porpetual 'Trustee Company Limited dated the A wentieth

day of ]une one thousand nine hundred and twenty-ﬁveito secure

the sum of nine thousand five hundred pounds with ihterest at
8 per centum reducible at 7 per centum as. therein provxded AND
WHEREAS since the date of such acquisition the said 'I‘w&or House
School has.been under the governmeént of a Council tonsisting
af thirtean \persans with the Archbishop as President ex officio
AND WHERNAS it is expedient. to confirm and endorse the action
of.the said /members and to adopt the said School and to ‘make
rules and n&g\ﬂatmns touchmg the constitution thereof and the

appointnient and powers of ;e Coungil ot‘ the said School and

the course &f n}structmn to~he 1mparted in the said School and
all matteys:in 'cox};}xection with- the orde and discipline thereof
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NOW THEREFORE the Synod of the Diocese of Sydney ip put-
suance of the powers in that behalf conferred upon it by the
Constitutions for_the management and good governmentfof the
Church of England “within the State of New South Walesfand of
all powers vested in the said Synod by the “Ghurch of England
Trust Property Act 1917 ordains and rules as follows:~—

1. The acquisition of thc said School “Tudor Hotse School”?
is hereby confirmed and adopted upon the position above stated,

2, The name of the said School shall be “Tudor House
Schaol,” . :

3. The School shall be governéd by a Council which shall
be known as *“The Council of Tudor House School.”

4, The members of the Council shall be the Archbishop of
Sydney for the time being; the Rectors for the time beirg of
the Parishes of St. Simoén and St. Jude Bowral, and St, John
Moss Vale, and twelve other persons of whom eight shall be
appointed by the Synod, two shall be appointed hy the Arch-
bishop of Sydney, and two by the Old Tudorians Society from
amongst its members so long as the said Society exisfs and
consists of ‘not less than twenty financial memhbers, and should
the 'said Society cease fo exist or consist of less than Jwenty
financial members then the Synod shail appoint two members in
place of those appointed by the said Society.

5. The Archbishop of Sydney for the time being shall be
the President of the Council.

6. A Chairman inay be appmnted by the Council from
amongst its members who shall in the absence of the President
preside at all meetings of the Council and in the ahsence of the
President and of the ¢ halrman the members present shall from
amongst their number ek.ct a Cha\rman of the day.

7. At meenngs of the Council four members shall form a

quorum, In ¢ase of an equalxty of votés the Chairman of the

day shall have a casting vote in addition to o deliberative vote.

8, If any member of the Gouncil shall have been absent from
thtee conbecutwc meetmgs of the Courncil without leave or if any
member shall. in the opinion of at least threefourths, . of - the

s
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members for the time being, of the \,ouncﬂ become physically"™

or mentally unfit or neglect to perform or hecome, incapable of
performing the duties of his office the seat.'of such member may
be dcc)ared vacant by the Council, - . . |

9. Any member of the Council shall ipso facto’ cease to be

" a member if he shall resign his seat o should his seat be,

declared vacant in pursuance of Clause 8 hersof,

10, Whenever a vacancv shall be otcasioned in the Chuncil of
the said School cither by the death or resignation of any mem-
her appointed &y Synod or by virtue of Clause g lLereof - such
vacancy when the' Synod is not in session shall he filled by ‘the
appointment of a new member or members by the Stmidmg
Committee of the Synod. Any person so appomted shall remain
in office only until the next ordinary sessxon of the Synod. Pro-
vided that if any such vicancy occur in the Council by reasén of
the death or resignation of a member appointed by the Old
Tudorians’ Society or by the seat of such member being declared
vacant by the Council as aforesaid such vacancy shall be filled
by the said Society.

12, At cach ox‘dmary 'segsion of Synod four of the eight mem-
bers of the Council appointed by Synod shall retire from office

but shall be ehglble for re-appointment. Such members ‘shall ’

retire in rotahon dccording to the length of timé of office. Pro<
vided that where members have held office for an equal duration
of time the memker to retive may be determined by ballot taken

amongst the .members, of the Council or failing them. by:the

Chnrman at any meeting of tht. Counc:l ;
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13, Subject to Clause f hercof mefabers of the Councxl
appointed by the Old Tudoriars? So‘cx.ety;‘shall hold office for a’
period of two years. With respect to the members of the Council
appointed by the Archbishop whenever there shall be 3 vacancy
as aforesaid such vacancy shall be filled-up by the appointment
‘of a new miembar by the Archbishop.

14, The Council shall manage and carry on the said School

and its.affairs and may make such arrangements financial or
otherwise for the benéfit development. extension and 1mprovement
of the said Schep! and of the assets thereto belonging ‘and the
lands and premises used in conjunction therewith. as the Councii
may from time to time think fitt And without limitation of the
general powers hereinbefore conferred the said- Council may
horrow moneys andfor charge the said assets or any part or parts
thereof {o secure repayment thereof and interest and may invest
moneys in hand from time to time in the purchase or lease of
real or personal estate or in any other manner they may dcem
fit and may acquive by purchasa or lease premises in the manage-
ment of the affairs of the said School and shall further determine
the course of instruction’ fo be 1mpatted in the said School and.
all matters in connectign with the order and discipline thereof
and shall manage the property antl finances of the School i in, the
manner in which to it may appear expzdient for the benefit of the
said School. All moneys dérived froin the assets and the con-
duct of the said School after payment of all liabilities shall bey
applied for its benefit, . ) [“

1§, Subject to the provxsxons hereof the Counﬂl may regulate
its own proceedings and for that purpose shall” have power to
make. rescind or alter regylations from time to time and may
appoint :md/or employ such officers as it may déem necessary.

16, The $aid School and the assets from time to-tima thercto
belonging may, be held upon trust by the Archbishop of Sydney
or by such other person or persons as the Councﬂ may’ from time
to time determme.

17, The: members. of the Council shall be mdemmﬁed out
of the assets of the said. School against all loss or lmhxhty 10
whichi they ot any of them may be subject by reason of being
or having been membéxs or a member of the said Council,"

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18, The Council shail payn all expenses, of and mcnden(al to
@ the acquisition and establishment of the School )

19, The Council may in the exercxse of the powers or the
performance - of any, of - the duties -hereinbefore mcntxoncd by
resolution authorise any Person or persons to do any actror sign -

rexvctte any document on its behalf,

%0, The Gouncil shall at least once in every year.and also
whenever a resolution shall be passed and communicated to
them By the Synod of the Diocase of Sydney in that behalf report
their proceedings and the progress and:condition of the School
to the Synod and at the same time present 2 statement of
receipts and expenditure and a balance sheet duly audited show-
ing the financial position ‘of the School. = «

21, In the absence from the State or the m/apacxty of - the:
Archblshop_of Sydney, or during the vacancy of the See¢, the
powers and functions vested in the Archbishop by this Ordinange *
shall be exercised by the Administrator for the time being.’ a

22, The Ordmance may be cited as the “Tudor House
School Ordinance of 1925.%
