AN ORI~NANCE to a ~ ~ t l ~ o r i s e  the mortgaging of certain land 
at South Turramurra in the Municipality of Ku-ring-gai 
and to l>rovide for the application of the proceeds. 

W r r c ~ l c ~ s  Church of England Property Trust Diocese of Sydney 
(hereinafter called "the Corporate Trustee") is the purchaser of the 
l:ind con~prised in Certificate of Title Volume 9002 Folio 11 more 
p:lrticul:lrly described in the Schedule hereto AND \vmnEAs the said 
I:md is l~eing purchasetl by the Parish of St. James Tunamurra for 
tlie purpose of erecting thereon o rcsiclcnce for the Curate or 
Assistant hlinister of the snid Parish Aso wwEnms it is necessary 
to borrow a snnl not exceeclit~g three thousand five hundred pounds 
(&3,500) to provide for the erection of the said residence and for 
a11c11 purpose it is espctlie~it to mortgage the land described in the 
snid Schedulc NOW the Standing Co~nmittee of the Synod of the 
Diocese of Sydney in the name and place of the said Synod hereby 
ordains and directs as follows: - 

I. (i) The Corporate Trustee is hereby empowered to mortgage 
froin time to time the land described in the Schedule 
11ere:o for the purpose of borrowing the sums following: - 
(a) \Vlien the power is first exercised a sum not exceeding 

three thoirsancl five hundred pounds (£3,500). 
(b) When the power is bubsequently exercised such sum 

not exceeding three thousand five hundred pounds 
(£3,500) as the Standing Committee shall by resolu- 
tion cletermine 

PROVlDED THAT such debt shall be reduced a t  the 
rate of not less than thrce hunclred and sixty pounds 
(m8O) per anntim to include principal and interest when 
tlie power is firbt exercised and thereafter at such rate 
as Standing Committee $hall by resolution determine 
PROVIDED FURTHER that no person or corporation 
advancing moneys under the provisions of this Ordinartce 
shnll be concerned to enquire whether such reductions as 
aforesaid shall have been made. 

(ii) Any renetvnl of n mortgnge shall he deemed to be a 
subsetlucnt exercise of the snid power. 

(iii) A document purporting to be certified by the Archbishop 
or the Diocesan Secretary of the snid Diocese as a copy 
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of :illy such resolution shall in favour of a mortgagee or 
any person or corporntion claiming under the mortgage 
be conclusive evidence that such resolution was d111y 
passed. 

2. The proceeds of any mortgage hereby authorised sliall be 
iipplicd by the Corporate Tn~stee  as follows:- 

(i) When the power is first exercised in pilyment of the 
costs cliarges and cspenses of and incidental to this 
Ordinance and of any mortgage executed in pursuance 
thereof and thc balance shall be paid to the Church- 
wordens for the time being of St. Philip South Turratnurr.1 
(tvhose receipt bhall be a sufficient discharge therefot) 
and who sliall apply the same in and toivards the costs - uf the erection oE a residence on tha said land. 

(ii) When the power is sul~sequcntly eseicised in payment 
of the principal interest and costs of :md incidental to 
the discharge of any existing mortgage or mortgages and 
the costs and expenses of such further mortgage or 
moitgages. 

3. The Churchwardens for the time being of St. Philip South 
Turramurra shall within seven days of the holding of the Annual 
Vestry Meeting during such time as any money is owing to any 
mortgagee pursuant to this Ordinance cause an account to be 
fonvarded to the Diocesan Secretary giving details of the original 
nrnt;ulit borrowed, the amounts paid off and the balance owing. 

4. This Ordinance may be cited as "Turramurra klortgaging 
Ordinance 1983."
