WHEREAS by Ordinance No.*13 1956 entituled "Christ Church 
Old Guildford Sale Ordinance 1956" the land described in the 
firat Schcdule thereto or so much thereof as wee then capable 
of so being was vested in Chulch of England Property Truat 
Diocese of Sydney (hereinafter called the Corporate Trustee) 
upon trust to permit the same to be used for a church parsonage 
or parish hall or partly for one and partly for another or others 
of such purposes in connection with thetchurch of England in the 
Provisional District of Villawood or,any Parish thereafter formed 
in the place thereoF AND W-S in pursuance of the provisions 
of the aaid recjted Ordinance the dnnd described in the second 

' Schedule thereto was conveyed to the Council of the Municipality . of Fairfield AND W!~ER!%S the Corporate Trustee is now seised 
of an estate in fee simple of the land described in 'the Schedule , 
hereto being the residue of the land deacrib'ed in the first schedule 
to the said tecited Oidinance No. 13 1956 after excluding 
therefrom the land so conveyed as aforesaid and also excluding 
Lots 4 and. 5 of Section 5 of the Orchardleigh Estate referred to 
in the said Ordinance in reapect of which title has been lost 
AND WHEREAS it is proposed to erect a Rectory or Parsonage on 
part of the land described in the said Schedule arid for such 
purpase it is necessary to borrow the sum of Tbrec thousand 
two hundred pounds (£3200) against thq security of the said 
land Now the Standina Committee of the Synod of the Diocese of 
Sydney in the name and place of the said Synod hereby Ordains 
and Directs aa follows:- 

1. By reason of circumstancqs which have arisen subse- 
quent to the trusts upon .which the land'described in the Sche- 
dule hereto is held it is expedient to mortgage the same. 

(i) The Corporate Trustee is hereby empowered to mort- 
gage from time to time the whole or any part of the 
aaid land' for the purpose of borrowing the sums

(b) Khen  the power is dubscquently exercised vuch 
sum not exceeding Three thousand two hundred 
pounds (23200) as  the Standing Committee shkll 
by resolution determine. 

Provided that such debt shall be reduced a t  the rate of not . 
less than One hundred and twenty five poundo (!1125) per annum t, 
when the power is first exercised and thereafter at such rate as 1 
Standing Committee shall by resolution determine Provided i 
Further that no person or corporation advancing moneys under 
the provisions of this Ordinance shall be concerned to enquire 
whether such reductions as aforesaid shall have been made.

(ii)  Any renewal of tr mortgage shall be  deemed to be a 
~ubsequent exercise of the said power. 

(iii) A document purporting to he oigned by thc Archbishop 
or the Secretary of the Standing Committee of the said 
Diocese as a copy of any such Resolution shall in favour 
of a mortgagee or any person or corporation claiming 
under the mortgage be  conclusive evidence that such 
Resolution was duly passed. 

2. The proceeds of any mortgage hereby authorised ehall 
be applied by :he Corporate Trustee as follows:- 

( i )  When h e  power is first exercised in payment of . the'  
coats charges and expenses of and incidental to this 
Ordinance and such mortgage executed in pursucince 
thereof and subject thereto in payment of the balance 
to the Churchwardens for the time being of Christ 
Church Old Cuildford to be applied by them in and 
towards the coats of erection of a Rectory or Parsonage 
on the said land. 

(ii) When the power is subs+quently exercised in payment 
of the principal interest and costs of and incidents1 to 
the diocharge of any then eriating mortgage or mort- 
gages and the costs and expenses of such further mort- 
gage or mortgages. 
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3. The Churchwardens of Christ Church Old Guildford 
shall within seven days of the holding of the Annual Vestry 
Meeting during such time as any money is owing to  any mort- ' 
gagee pursuant to this Ordinance cause an account LO be for- 
warded ta the Secretary 01 the Standing Committee giving details 
of the original amount borrowed, the amounts paid off and the 
balance owing. 

4. This Ordinance may be cited as "Villawood Rectory 
Mor tgag~  Ordinance 1958."
