'LValter Tucker, and the survivor of them and the execu- 
tors administrators or assigns of $uch suivivor did and 
should hold thc said last mentionecl land and the  
said Certificate of Title relating to  the same subject .to 
the provisions of the Act of the Governor and Legisla- 
tive Council of New South Wales 8 Ja$illiam IV.

Clergytnan duly appointed to oficiate in the Church of 
the United Church of England and Ireland in New South 
Wales erected near Mrallerawang in conformity with the1 
provisions of the said Act and of a certain other Ace 
of the Governor and Legislative Council of New South 
Wales made and passed in the seventh year of the reign 
of Hi s  Majesty Ring llrill~atn the Fourth intituled an 
"Act to promote the building of Churches and 
Chapels and to prqvide for the maintenance of Min- 
isters of religion 111 S c w  So~tth Wales.'' And 
\vhereas a Church of the United Church of Etlgr 
lat~d and Ireland Irno\vn as the Church of St.  
Joi~n a t  'L\rallcrawat~g has been erected up011 another 
site in the said Parish and the said Rectory is situated 
at  an i~~convenicnt and a too great distatlce from the 
said Church And ~vl~ereas t l ~ e  said residet,ce fbr a lay 
reader has for years I~een unused and is not required 
for that or any other Church purpose and the said P o r  
lions two hundred and forty-six, two hundred and thirty- 
five and two hu~~clred ant1 thirty-six are not reouired in 
connectiot~ with the work of the Church. And whereas 
a suitable site can be obtained near the present Church 
at Walleramang for the erection of a Rectory thereon 
an? there is a t  present an  urgent need of a Church a t

Portland in the said Ecclesiastical Parish of Wal lere  
wang and a suitnblc site can be obtained for that purpose 
Aiid whereas by reason of the above mentioned circum- 
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stances having occurred sirice the creation of the above 
recitecl trusts and the acquisititien of the said lands it has 
become inespedient to carry out m, observe the particu- 
lar purpose or purposes for which \lie said lands were rer 
spectively acquired or to which such of the said lands 
arc by the said Trusts respectively devoted and it is es- 
pedient that the said lands sl~ould be soltl and the pro- 

- ceeds tlrereoi .ar~plied in lnanner hereinafter provided 
The Synod of the Diocese of Syclney in pursuance of the 
powers in that behalf conferred upon i t  by the Constitu- 
tions for the management and good governtnent of 
thc United Church of England and Ireland (now 
known as and designated tho Church of England) 
within the State of New South Wales and of ail 
powers vested in the said Synod by the "Chuncl~ 
of England Propcrti Act of 1889'' ordains de- 
clares directs and rules as follows:- 

I. By reasoil of circutnstances which have occurred 
since the creation of the said recited trusts ant1 tlic ac- 
quisition of the said la~lds it has become inexpedient to 
carry out o r  >observe the particular purpose or pur- 
poses for which the said lands were respectively acquin:cl 
or to which such of the said lands are by the said Trusts 
respectively devoted. 

2. The said lands coinprised in the said Certificate 
of Title Registered Volume 956 Folio 213 A. and-in the 
said three several Crown Grants Registered respectively 
as Volun~c 1049 Folio 44 and Volu~ne 376 Folio 115 and 
Volume 376 Folio 114 shall bc sold by public auction or 
by private contract a t  one time or a t  different times in 
one lo$ or In srvera.l lots and for such  rice or p-rices 
and upon such terms);and conditions as t$e Archbishop 
of Sydney and th2-Zector and a majority of the Cl~urc!~ 
\vardeas for .hl"ime being of the said Cllurcl~ of St. 
John a t  'lVallerawang may deal1 expeditnb freed fro111 
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the trusts and purposes to  which they are now respect- 
ively .devoted as aforesaid. ( 

3. The proceeds arising from the said sale or  sales 
sl~all  be applied (after payment thereout of the expenses 
of and incidental to this Ordinance and the said sale and 
the transfcr of the said lands in pursuance thereof) in or 
towards the payment of the purchase money (if any) 
for land a t  Wallerawang aforesaid to be approved of by 
the said Aichbishop ant1 the said Rector and a rnajority 
of the said Churchwardens of the said Church as the site 
for a Rectory and for land at Porthnd aforesaid to be 
approved of by the said Archbishop and the said Rector: 
as the site for a Church and School (such lancls to be 
vested in the "Church of England Property Trust Diw 
cese of Sydney") and in and towards the payment oi all 
legal ant1 other erpcnses connected with the purchase 
and wqui&tion of the said lands and the resitlue of the 
said proceeds shall be applied in or towards the erectio~l 
on the said sitc to bc acquired a t  Wallerwat~g aforesaid 
of a Rectory approved of by thc said Archbishop and 
the saicl Rector anrl a inajority of the said Church- 
wardens and the ereciion on the said sitc to bc acquired 
a t  PorflQntl. aforesaitl of n Cht~rch to be ap])rovetl ot by 
the said Archbishop and the saicl Rector. 

4. Any part of the said proceeds not immnediatcly rc- 
quired to be applied as aforesaid may 11e invested by the 
Corporate body of Trustees appointed for the Diocese of 
Syd~iey under the Church of England Trust Property 
It~corporation Act of 1881 (who are hereby appointed to 
receive thc said proceeds froin the purchaser or pur- 
cl~asers) a t  interest with any Joint Stock Company carryr 
ing on the business of bankers in Syclney and the 
interest arising from such nloneys shall be dealt with and 
applied in the nlanner hereinbefore prescribed with re- 
gard to the said proceed;.
