AN ORDINANCE to constitute The Macarthur
Region Anglican ChurchScho~lCouncil and
for other matters in connection
therewith.

WHEREAS

A. It is desired to establish a School in the Macart.hur

Region to provide an education which in its content and

environment allows for full individual development in the

spiritual academic physical and social domains based on a

clear biblical perspective in accordance with the doctrines

and principles of the Anglican Church of Australia in force

in the Diocese of Sydney.

B. The Wollongong Zone Council has r.aised funds for the

establishment of such a School.

C. It is expedient that provision should be made for the

constitution and election of 'a Council to establish and then

to carryon the School and to vest authority in the Council

for such purposes as are hereinafter mentioned.

NOW the Standing Committee of the Synod of the Diocese of

Sydney in the name and place of the said Synod HEREBY

ORDAINS DECLARES DIRECTS AND RULES as follows:-
