AN OWINANCE to consent to St. Janles' Glebe being vested 

in the Churcl~ of England Property Trust Diocese of 
Sydney and to regulate the governn~ent control and 
administration thereof and to further regulate the 
government control and administration of St. Philip's 
Glebe and for other puiposes incidental thereto. 

W a e ~ e a s  by .Crown Grant' dated Lhc third day of September 
one thousand ciglit hundred and fo:,.--two tlic Governor of New 
Soul l~  \vales granted Lo the Right r,g':tond William Grant Brougli- 
ton Bisltop of Australia or t l ~ c  Bisliop of Australia for the titnc 
bcing Alcxa~idcr AIcLcay' Ricl~ard Jones \Villiatn *8iacplicrson. and 
John Lamb forty acrrls of land co~tsistiitg of two parccls the one 
of twcrtly-11i11c acrcs and tltc other of cleve~t acres as therein 
describcd Upon Trust for the appropriatio~i thereof as tlic Glcbe 
atinesctl to the Cl~urclt of tlie U~titcd Church of E ~ i g l a ~ ~ d  and Irela~id 
as by llav cstablislicd erected a t  Sydney and known as St. James' 
in cooformity with lltc provisions of the Acts of Parliament therein 
nicntioncd so far as  tlie same might apply to the Trusts of the 
Grant and for no other purpose. AND ~\~asnlr,\s in or about tlie 
year onc thousand ciglit hundred and fifty-eight tlic said Goverlior 
of N e n  South Walcs granted to the Trustees of the said Glcbe 
lor tlic time being a further parcel of land measuring about three 
roods five perches on tlic souLhcr11 side of Old South Head Road 
and adjoioing the said clcvc~i acres of land in licu of land appro- 
priated for a School Ifousc for St. Mark's Double Bay advertised 
in tlie Gover~iment Notice dated tlic twelftlt day of October onc 
thousand eight hundred and fifty-eight and the Trustces for the 
time bcitig of St. James' Glebe a t  about the same time granted 
to the Trustees of St. blark's a parcel of about tlirce roods five 
pcrcltcs a parcel of the said twenty-nine acres bcing the land appro- 
priated as  aforesaid $or a School House for St. Mark's and bcing 
the Iaad 1cnow11 as Lo2 8 of t l ~ c  said twettty-ninc acres. AND 
wnentxs since the grant and exchangc of the land lastly rncntioBd 
Lltc said parcel of three roods Rvc perches of :and fronting the Old 
Soutit Head Road ltas always been and is now hcld by the Trusteps 
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of St. James' Glebc upon the trusts'of the said Crown Grant' of 
one thousand eight htiildred and forty-two and relevant Statutes. 
AND WHEREAS the Right Reverct~d John Charles Wright Archbishnp 
of Sydney the Reverend Philip Arthur hlicldcm D.D. the Venerablr? 
Archdeacon Francis Bertie Boyce Dr. Cyril Eriicst Corlettc and 
Thomas Lewthwaite Graingcr are the present Trustces of St. 
James' Glcbe. AND WHEREAS Synod is desirous of consenting to 
the whole of tlte lands now held as aforesaid by.thc said Trustees 
upon trusts of tlte said Crown Grant of one thousand eight huridrcd 
and forty-two and relevant Statutes and which arc Iicreiuafter 
referred to as St. James' Glebe being vested in the Church of 
England Propcrty Trc~st Diocese of Sydney hereinafter called the 
Corporate Trustees. AND WHEREAS by Crown Grant iiodcr tlie 
hand of Sir George Gipps Governor of. New Soutli Wales dated 
the thirteenth day of September one thousand eight Iiundred and 
forty-two certain lands hcreinaftcr referred to as St. Philip's Glcbc 
and therein more particularly described wcre gmnted to the Right 
Revcretid William Grant Brougliton Eislrop of Anstralia or the 
Bishop of Australia for tlic tfme being John Campbell and Francis 
Mitchell upon trust for the appropriation thercof as tlic Glebc 
annexed to the Cl~urcli of the United Church of England and Ire- 
land as by law established erected a t  Sydney and known as St. 
Philip's. AND WHEREAS St. Philip's Glebe was transferred to and 
vested in the Corporate Trustees and thereafter a certain portior.. 
of such last-tnentioncd Glebc was by St. Philip's Glcbe Land Vest- 
ing Management Ordinailce 1920-vestcd in a Board of Trustees 
thereby constituted but the remainder of St. Philip's Glebc continued 
to be and is now still vested in the Corporate Trustees. AND 
WHEREAS it is expedient that the government and coi~trol of St. 
James' Glebe and of the said remainder o i  St. Philip's Glebe should 
be committed to the Board lcnowi~ as the Sydney Diocesail Board of 
Finance created by the Church Trust Property Governing and 
Controlli~~g Ordinance 1921. AND WHERFAS St. James' Glcbc is 
and may be subject to lieavy taxes and onerous conditions whicl~ 
may so impair the net income derived tl~crcfrom as to render 
tho same insufficient to meet thc endowments of the Rector of 
the said St. James' Church and of the Rector of St. David's Cliurcli 
Surry Hills and consequcnt~y it is expedient that the said Board 
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of Trustees .of St. Philip's Glebe' should be empowered a t  their 
discretion from time to time out of tlie rents issues and profits 
arising from the portion of such Glebe which is vested in them 
as aforesaid to make contributio~is towards the payment of the 
whole or any part of such rates and taxes and in relief of such 
otirroils conditions. AND WHEREAS it is deemed expedient and 
equitable that the present Trus:ees of St. James' Glebe sliot~ld be 
indem!iificd in manner hereinafter appearing. Now THE SYNOD (IF 

THE DIOCESE OF SMNEY in pursuance of the powers in that behalf 
co'nferred upon it by tlie Co~istitutions for tli$ Management ail? 
good Govcrntuent of the Church of England within the State of 
New South Wales and by the Church of England Trust Property 
Act 1917 acd of all other powers thereunto enabling it ORDAINS 

DIRECTS AND ULCLARES as follows:- 
I. Tlie Synod hereby co~ise~its to St. James' Glebe being vested 

and tlie same is hereby vested accordingly in the Corporate Trustees 
to be held by tlic Corporate Trustees subject to tlie Trusts to which 
the sattie is iiow subject. 

2. St. James' Glebe and the said remainder of St. Philip's 
Glebe now vested it1 tlie Corporate Trustees arc hereby committed 
to the government and control of tlie said Sydney Diocesan Board 
of Finance. 

3. Tlie said present Trustees of St. James' Glebe are  and each 
of them is hereby indemnified (a) in respect of all breaches of 
Trust if any in respect of which they or m y  of them could be 
charged subject however to their furnishing to the said Board of 
Pinatice full and accounts of their administration up to the 
date wheil this Ordinance shall come into, force and (b) in respect 
of all claims of whatsoever kind to wliicli they or any of them are 
now o r  may hereafter be lihble and to satisfy which they or any 
of them would be entitled to be indemnified out of St. James' Glcbe. 

'4 .  St. Philip's Glebe Land Amending and Supplemental Orwin- 
ancc rgm Section I is hcreby amended by ioscrtit~g immediately 
aft:r sub-clause (b) tliercof the following sub-clause:- 

"(bb) In making grants to the Board of Finance established 
under the Church Trust Property Governing and Con- 
trolling Ordinance 1921 for tlie purpose of paying all or , 
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any of tltc rates taxes and other outgoings and in relief 
of any onerous conditions to which St. James' Glebe is 
or niay Se subject and in satisfying any claims in respect 
of which tlic present Trustees of St. James' Glebe arc 
entitletl to be itidcmtiificd and the costs of and incidental 
to the recc!it Petition to tlie Chief Judge in Equity with 
rcfcrcncc to the said Glcbc and of and incidental to this 
Ordinance and if necessary in making up to thr full 
ankolrllt tltc 1~11dowme11t gf One hundred and fifty pounds 
(£150) to St. James' and One luiittdred poui~ds (£100) to 
St. 1)nvid's respectively." 

5. The Corflorate 'l'ri~stccs shall hold tlie net rents and profits 
arising from St. Jatncs' Glcbc aftcr satisfying thereout from time 
to titnc tile nlno~inls wl~ich :ire the amounts per~na~iet~tly cliarged 
thercon by virtue of the arigianl Tr11.t of thc said Glcbe and the 
Clturclt Act Rcpcnlit~g Act of 1897 or otltcrwisc upon trust to 
apply the santc as tltc Sy~totl sltall fro111 time to time deterinine. 

G. Tl~ i s  Ordinance may bc cited as "The St. James' Glebe 
Vesting and hintiagcmc~~t Ortlit~atice 1926."
