AN ORDINANCE to authorise the lnortgage of certain 

lallds slltuate ill Albion and Cllurch Streets Surry 
Hills, in the State of Ne\v Soutll IValcs, and to pro- 
vitle for the application of the proceeds thereof. 

(Assented to 23 September, 1902.) 

WHEREAS hy "The St. Michael's Surry Ilills SchooI 
Lantl Sale Ordinance of 1890,'' it \\.as ordained alld di. 
rected that certain lat~ds therein described should be sold 
\\.it11 the approval of the Church of Engla~ld Property 
Trust  Diocese of Sydney, and. the proceeds arising there- 
from should (after paytnetlt thereoui of the expenses of 
and incidentnl to the said O;d!inancc and the said sale 
and tllc collvcyallce of the said lands 581 pursuance therep 
of) be applied in or towards the paj;ment of the purchase 
money of a site for a School House in Albioll Street. 
Surry Hills forcsaitl atljoitling St. AIichael's Church of 
England Chnrch and Parsonage, Surry Hills, aforc- 
said (sucl~ lands \\.hen so !>urcliasctl lo  be vestccl 
in the C11u1:cll of England Property Trust  Diocese 
of Sydacy). and in1 and towards the payment of 
all !egal ant1 other expenses connected with s ~ ~ c h  pur- 
chase, a11d that thc resitlt~c (if any) of the said proceetls 
shoultl I I ~  applictl ill anti to\\rartl the erectiotl on the saicl 
site of a School I-louse in connectiol~ with St. l\lichael's 
Cliurch of Englautl Church, Surry Hills aforcsaitl And 
\\r:lereas ill pursuance of such Orditlallce the la~lds thereilr 
directed 'to be soltl have, wit11 the approval of the Churclr 
of England Property Trust  Diocese of Sydney, been sold, 
and the site of :t School I-Iouse tllerein me~itioned (being 
the lands tlescribcd in the Schetlule antlexed hereto) has 
been purchased out of the moneys arising from such 
sale allti the st1111 of five hutlclred and fifty poutlc\s no\\. re- 
mains in the llallds of the Corporate Cody of Trustees 
appointed for the Diocese of Sydney to 11e applied to- 
wards the erection on the saicl site of the said School 
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House as provided by the said Ordinance. And where- 
as in accordance wit!i the pfovisions of the said Ordin- 
ance by ;Ilem?randum of Transfer and Indenture of Con- 
vcyance, 110th bearing date the elevelith clay of July, one 
thousand ~i ine  liunclred and two, the said site (being the 
said lands described in tlie Scheclule aniiexect hereto).has 
been vested in the Church of England Property Trust 
Diocese o'f Sydney. And \vl~ereas tlic saicl sutn of five 
hundretl and fifty pounds not lxing sufficient for the 
erection ufion ifie said site of a suitable School Honse, 
it is cxl:edienl in the interests of the Cllurch of England 
in this Diocese that an aclvance oE nloney should be ob- 
tained upoa the sccurity of tlie same, a ~ t d  that the proceeds 
thereof slio~~lcl bc applied in  manner hereinafter prop 
vided. The Sy,noc1! of the Diocese of Sydney in pursn- 
ance of the powers in that behalf conferred upon i t  by 
the Constitutions for tlie management aiid gootl govern- 
ilic11t of the United Church of England ancl Irelanrl within 
the State of N e ~ v  Soutli Wales, ancl of all powers vested 
i11 the said Synod by thc "Cliurcli of England Property 
Ac t  oE 18Yg" ordains, declares, directs, and rules as 
i0llows:- 

I .  That i t  is expedient to obtain an advance of'lnoney 
up011 the security oE the lands c1escril)ecl in the Schedule 
hereto annexed for the purpose of carrying out and giv- 
ing effect to the trusts or purposes attached to the same. 

2. That tlie saicl lands may be mortgaged for a sun1 
not erccecling five 11unclrecl ~~ountls,  \\-hich sun1 is 1icrcl)y 
nutl~orisecl to be obtainetl by way of advance on tlic se- 
curity of the sane. 

3. That tlie sum so to he raised as aforesaid shal) bc 
])aid to the "Cliurcli of England Property Trust Diocese 
oi Syrlney," aiid shall be applieil (after the pay~ilent 
thereou$ of the costs, charges and expenses of and ir~ci. 
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tlcntal to this Ordinance, and t!le mortgage of th; said 
lands in pursuance thercof) in or to\\.arcls the erection on 
the said lands of a School House in connection with St. 
I\lichacl's ~ l ~ u r c h  01 England ,Church, Surry Hills afore- 
said, and the payment of all costs and charges in cqnncc- 
tion tl~crewith or incitlenial thereto. 

4. Tlrat the said lands may be mortgagecl from time 
to  time for the purpose of raising any sum or sc1111s of 
money which shall be applied' in the discharge or re- 
neural of the first-mentioned mortgage. or any mortgage. 
or mortgages raised in substitution for the purpose of dis- 
charging the same ant1 of any ilztcrcst accrued thereon. 

5. This Ordinance shall be styled and cited as "The 
S t  Michael's Surry Rills School Land Mortgage Ordin- 
ance of 1902.)'
