WI~EREAS by tde "Church Trust Property Governing and 
Controlling Ordinance 1021" certain Church Trust Property 
called and kno\in as the Sydney Church Endowment Fund was 
vested in thc Church of Enyland l'roperty Trust Di~cese  61 
Sydney (hereinafter referred to as the "Corporate Trustees") 
ASD wwenEAs the Trusts to which the same is subject >re no1 
sufficiently evidenced and it is desirable to declare the purpose 
for which the said Church Trust Property i a  held in Trust the 
Synod of the Diocese of Sydney in pursuance of the C>wers con- 
ferred upon it by the Constitutions for the management and 
good government of the Church of England vrithin the State of 
New South Wales and by the "Churci~ of England Trust Property 
Act 1917" and othcrwis,c ordains declares and rules as follo~vs:- 

1, The pur~~oses  for which the said Fund is held in Trust by 
the said Trustees and subject to the said tlChutcb Trust Property 
Governing and Controlling Ordinance1' are hereby dedared to 
be a$ follows, namely :- 

(1) The acquisition of lands for Church purposes. 
. (2) The loan of money in or totyards assisting in the acquisi- 

tion of lands for Church plirposes aud any such loan or 
loans may be madt: either dircctly or by guaranteeing a 
loan or loans by Banking or other Institutions and 
depositing in 'support of the guarantee any money ,cr 
documents representing money. 

2. This Ordinance may he cited as "The Sydney Chur~h  
'~ndowment  Fund Ordinance 1920." -
